
  PACIFIC LODGE 325 A.F.M. HISTORY

The first meeting of Pacific Lodge U. D. was held at Richland Mill Lodge Hall on the 8th day of October 1919.  The building used for the first Lodge Hall,  still stands at the southeastern corner of Main and Catawba Streets in Columbia, S. C.   This building is now being used by the South Carolina Electric & Gas Co. and has been remodeled in recent years.

   
Following is a copy of the petition submitted to the Grand Lodge for dispensation in lieu of a charter:

TO THE MOST WORSHIPFUL GRAND MASTER OF THE GRAND LODGE 

OF ANCIENT FREE MASONS OF SOUTH CAROLINA:

     The petition of the undersigned respectfully showeth that they are regular Free Masons and are at present and have been  members of regular Lodges that having the prosperity of the Fraternity at heart, they are willing to exert their best endeavors to promote and diffuse the genuine principles of Free Masonry, that for the convenience of their respective dwellings and for sufficient reasons they have agreed to form a new Lodge, that in consequence of this resolution they pray the Most Worshipful Grand Master for a dispensation to empower them to assemble as a regular Lodge at Columbia, in the  County of Richland and there discharge the duties of Free Masonry in a regular and Constitutional manner, according to the ancient usage of the order, and rules and regulations of the Grand Lodge of Ancient Free Masons of South Carolina; that they have nominated and do recognize Brother Irving South worth to be the first Master, and Brother J. O. Corn to be the first Senior Warden and Brother  W. P. Hamrick to be the first Junior Warden.

The prayer of this petition being granted, they promise a strict conformity to every edict and command of the Grand Master, and to the Constitution, Laws and Regulations of the Grand Lodge of Ancient Free Masons of South Carolina.


The name of the new Lodge will be Pacific Lodge, and the first petitions for membership were from W. O. Jones, G. A. Hamrick, Rev. A. W. Taylor, R. R. Hammond, R. E. Davis, A. M. Dixon, A. C. Boling, and J. C. Deese.  At this first meeting the following tentative By-Laws were approved by the Lodge:

A membership fee will be $25.00 payable as follows: $10.00 to accompany the petition and $5.00 with each degree.

Annual dues will be four (4) dollars, one (1) dollar which will be set aside as a relief fund, and ministers of God would be exempt from initiation fees and dues.

These officers served for the remainder of the year 1919 and were elected for the year 1920.  A joint  communication of Richland Lodge #39, Acacia #94, Pacific U. D. and Columbia U. D.,  was held at the Masonic Temple on December 27, 1919.  Pacific Lodge #325 was instituted and the above named officers were elected and installed for the ensuing Masonic year.  The minutes show no records of the election of a Chaplain until 1924.  The Lodge held eight

meetings in the year of 1919.  

1920
March 9, 1920 - The By-Laws for the Lodge were read for the third time, approved and adopted by the Lodge.

June 27, 1920 - A Special Communication was held at Trinity Mission Church (Now Holy Comforter Episcopal) and conducted by Rev. A. W. Taylor.

July 21, 1920 - A Special Communication was held for the purpose of dedicating the new Lodge Hall which was located on the corner of Catawba and Main street. Among those present were Most Worshipful Grand Master Louhan of Spartanburg, SC, the Right Worshipful Grand Secretary O. Frank Hart and the District Deputy Grand Master Fowles of Columbia, SC.

    
August 10, 1920 - An amendment to the By-Laws was read for the third time, approved and adopted by the Lodge.  The amendment was as follows:  Be it resolved that Article VII, Section I, be amended so that it will read as follows:

Section I - The fee for the Degrees in this Lodge shall be $50.00 to be paid as follows:

December 14, 1920 - Irving Southworth donated to the Lodge one share of stock in the new Masonic Temple of Columbia (no mention is made in the minutes as to the value of the stock.)

    
The Grand Lodge report for the year 1920 showed a total membership of 66.  There was $177.00 paid to the Grand Lodge for the year.  No financial report is available.  The Lodge conferred a total of 117 degrees.  A donation of $10.00 was given to the Near East Relief Fund.

March 8, 1921 - Brother Irving Southworth, the Lodges first Past Master, presented a beautiful gavel which came as a gift from the brothers of Pacific Cotton Department, Lawrence, 

Massachusetts.


    
July 12, 1921 - A committee consisting of W. P. Hamrick, H. A. Newton, and C. D. Boling was appointed to see about putting fans in the Lodge Hall. 

   
 November 8, 1921 - The Lodge voted to pay $5.00 per month toward the salary of $125.00 per month for a Vocational teacher to be put on the Ridgewood, T. B. Camp.  Other charities during  the year were $25.00 to each of two Brother Masons.

    
The Grand Lodge report for the year preceding January 1,1922 listed a membership of 79.  The Lodge conferred a total of 32 degrees and the Grand Lodge dues were $116.35.  No financial report is available.

January 10, 1922 - The Lodge voted for  the Secretary and Treasurer to buy a Jewel each year  for the retiring Worshipful Master.  Also, the Lodge voted to have a banquet for the institution of the Hampton Chapter of the Eastern Star, and the Eastern Star be given the use of Pacific Lodge Hall one night each month.

July 11, 1922 - First reading of proposed amendments to By-Laws.  The proposed amendments were as follows:

Resolve that Section III, Article V, of the By-Laws be amended by striking out the word "five" where it occurs and inserting in lieu thereof, the words "fifteen," so that said section when amended shall read as follows: Section III - For the faithful discharge of  his (treasurer) duties he shall receive the sum of fifteen ($15.00) dollars.

Resolve that Section IV, Article V, of the By-Laws be amended by striking out the word "fifteen" where it occurs and inserting in lieu thereof, the words "forty-five", so that said section when amended shall read as follows: Section IV - For the faithful performance of his (the secretary)duties, he shall receive the sum of forty-five ($45.00) dollars.

Resolved that Section VII, Article V, of the By-Laws be amended by striking out the word "five" where it occurs and inserting in lieu thereof the words "one dollar for each meeting he attends, so that said Section when amended shall read as follows: Section VII - For the faithful performance of his (the Tiler),duties he shall receive one dollar for each meeting which he attends.

August 8, 1922 - Second reading of proposed amendments to By-Laws.

October 10, 1922 - The proposed amendments to the By-laws were read for the third time and approved.

December 12, 1922 - The Lodge voted to give Hampton Chapter of the Eastern Star $100.00 toward the purchase of a piano.
